
Exporting from EndNote to Excel



In EndNote, click Tools > Output 

Styles > Open Style Manager…



Ensure Tab Delimited style is ticked, 

then close EndNote Styles box



Again, click Tools > Output Styles, 

and set Tab Delimited as default 

display/export style by clicking on it



Select all the records you 

wish to export to Excel



Right-click selected results, 

and click on Copy Formatted 

Reference – records will be 

copied to your clipboard



Open a blank Excel 

spreadsheet, click on cell A2, 

and paste copied data



EndNote records are pasted into Excel 

– row 1 remains empty for you to add 

your own column headings if required

You might need to delete some rows as 

sometimes information such as author 

institutional affiliation will be spread over 

multiple cells/rows
