
EndNote: deduplication for systematic reviewers

Want to keep an accurate count of database results that won’t be affected by deduplication?

• Create an EndNote group for each database searched

• Import references from each database into relevant group

• Create a combined group for de-duplication

• Copy (don’t drag and drop) references from each database group to combined group

• Deduplicate the combined group only

Don’t drag and drop database 

references into combined folder
Instead, right click and copy 

the references, then paste 

them into combined folder



References added to 6 groups, one 

for each database. Also copied to a 7th

Combined group for de-duplication



Click Combined group



Select all references in 

group (CTRL+A)



Click References > 

Find Duplicates



Duplicates will be displayed; click Keep 

This Record beside each record you wish 

to retain, or click Skip to keep both



Combined group is de-duplicated, but number of 

references in each database group is unaffected
